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TECH TIPS cover. For a solvent, go to any hardware store and

purchase a large container (a three gallon size works
by DOllg Madson best) of low odor mineral spirits. If you read the
label, it's usually sold as paint thinner but also lists
that it can be used as a solvent. The pail or storage
container is large enough to soak fairly large items
and a parts cleaning brush is helpful to remove heavy
grease deposits. When not in use, the pail or
container can be covered to slow evaporation of the
solvent.

unit to the car doesn't work. Of the four large bolts
that hold the carrier to the unitized body, two of them
are inserted behind the coil springs and can't be
reached with the coil springs installed.
