1992 Vintage Rally Series. We
had such a great time and re-
ceived so much positive feed-
back from last summers Coulee
Classic Rally that we have de-
cided to expand it into a series.

We'll
even have extra peopleat the first
few checkpoints to answer ques-
tions. The objective is to show
you a really enjoyable time and
get you interested in rallying as
an excuse to get out and enjoy
driving your vintage car. After
all, that’s what they were de-
signed for!
