[LLEGAL KNOCKOFFS!

Goleta, CA - A recent conversation with Moss Motors Ltd.
revealed the seizure of a shipment from England of eared
knockoffs by US Customs officials, citing a long neglected
law (Regulation#211) regarding the importation, manufac-
ture, or distribution of eared knockoffs on cars to be
used on American roads. As you will recall, pre
1968 cars with wire wheels utilized this type of
wing nut, held fast by blows from a hammer.
Most were two-eared, some three-eared; after
1967, the ‘ears’ gave way to a large hex nut,
requiring a special wrench. The Department of
Transportation’s concern was for pedestrian
and cyclist safety, citing the danger posed to
ankles by the spinning appendages (some-
one watching ‘Goldfinger’ took JamesBond's
Aston DBS too seriously!). Obviously, a
ridiculous decision was made by a com-
pletely uninformed individual, without
any research at all. Anyone hit by a
spinning knockoff still attached to the car
would first have been smashed by the bumper

and fender - why weren’t those parts outlawed?

WHAT A GREAT
EVENT!
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In fact, those parts would have deflected the person, point-
ingoutthe remoteness of possibilities of sustaining knockoff-
related injuries! In any case, in '68, the eared knockoff
disappeared from new cars sold in the U.S., along with rigt;gwéva
hood ormaments (no more leaping Jags), glass-cover )
headlights, and any other ‘dangerous’ appendages. Al-
though it’s been illegal to fit new cars with these, many
after-market suppliers have readily done so. But now, even
knockoffs for those cars that were built prior to 1968 cannot
be imported. So if you’re doing a restoration, don’t throw
away your beat-up old knockoffs! Repair them instead. A
call to the National Highway Traffic Safety Adminis-
tration (NHTSA) revealed a pending rule change
that would allow ‘winged appendages’ on
auto wheels providing they did not
~ extend beyond the outer plane of
j the wheel rim. Apparently some
study done in recent years on 2000
car vs. pedestrian accident cases
revealed no injuries sustained due
to ‘winged appendages’, and it was ascer-
tained that these did not pose the threat to society
once envisioned. If this change goes through, it may affect
the illegality aspect of the importation of the knockoffs.
