All of our British sports cars are fitted with Lucas
electrical equipment; indeed, it was William Richard Morris,
later Lord Nuffield, who gave Joseph Lucas Ltd., their first
really large orders for motorcar electrical equipment in the early
twenties. But just who was Joseph Lucas, the man who founded
what is now an intemnational multi-million pound corporation?
Where and when was he bom, and how did his life unfold? After
some research, | found this article written by Ron Knipper.

Joseph was born on April 1st. (Does it surprise you?)
1834, in Birmingham England, the city with which he and his
products were always to remain associated. His formative years
were influenced by the teaching and ministry of George Dawson,
who was to have such a profound effect on the development
Birmingham, that an American observer thought it "the best
mtwaged city in the world." Dawson ran the Church of the

Lucas received his above average education which was to stand

wxfe Elmly, whom he mamed in 18%4, like many
in their day, sought solace in drink until one day
the realization that he had three children to sup-
port dawned upon him and he joined the local
Temperance Society, a movement he was tc
otedly for the rest of his life.
an looking for alternative premises from which he

carry on his small business and, in 1871, he moved to 208

Great King Street. It was his preccupation with selling paraffin
which led Joseph into what was to be the most important aspect
of his business for the rest of his life - the manufacture and sale
of lamps.
The discovery of petroleum and paraffin in 1859 had given an
enormous boost to the lamp manufacturing trade, and it wasn't
long before Joseph came upon a product which he admired and
wanted to sell - the Tom Bowling Ship's Lamp. Sale of the lamps
soon turned to a desire to manufacture them himself, and he took
on five men to help him set up his first small factory on Great
King Street. In 1875, that factory became known as the Tom
Bowling Lamp Works, and all Lucas' products began to be
stamped with the initials, "T.B.L.W."
The next major development which ensured rapid growth of the
Lucas business was the invention of the bicycle; indeed the
development of the bicycle and the life of Joseph Lucas pro-
ceeded side by side. Continued on page 6

In 1879, Lawson's Bicyclette had incorporated the novel
features of two wheels of the same diameter and a chain drive.
This "safety” principal was perfected in 1885 in the Rover
bicycle, and 3 years later, John Boyd Dunlop's pneumnatic tire at
last made cycling an acceptable popular pastime amongst all
members of the public. Joseph Lucas was just looking for new
products when the bicycling boom began, and of course it was
natural for him to begin designing and selling lamps for bi-
cycles.

In 1878, Joseph's first cycle lamp, the famous "King of the
Road" appeared. Joseph and his son Harry always stressed the
use of quality materials and manufacturing processes in their
products (indeed, Louisa Lucas, Harry's sister, was put in charge
of quality control, and supervision of female employees). Much
of the next 20 years was often taken up with legal action against
rival manufacturers in defense of Lucas patents.

Because Joseph's wife did not join him in the renunciation
of alcohol, Joseph travelled Britain promoting and selling his
products so he could avoid the awkward circum

After visiting Egypt, they landed at Naples just before Christ-
mas 1902, but sadly by December 27 Th., Joseph, the old "King
of the Road" himself had died of typhoid fever contracted when,
refusing all local wines in accordance with his temperance
principles, he had imbibed the local water instead. The legend
goes that the Lucases, never ones to waste money unnecessarily,
had Joseph's body brought back to the UK. in a Joseph Lucas
L4d. packing crate which contained business samples of "King
of the Road" and "Silver King" lamps for the trip! At his funeral
service on January 14th 1903, amongst the hymns sung were

"Lead Kindly Light" and "No Shadows Beyond".
