The Midget designation was put on hold
when the last TF 1500 rolled off the line in
1955. The “cheap and cheerful” tradidon at
Abingdon was too deeply embedded, how-
ever, and the Midget was reborn in the middle
of 1961. The car proved to be a good seller.

Badge engineering often proved to be un-
popular. When those in charge decided to
take the new Austin Healey Sprite Mark I and
add a few octagons, calling it the new M.G.
Midget, many of us were left shaking our
heads. But we didn't realize just how strong
the famous octagon logo really was. There
were literally thousands of enthusiasts out
there ready and willing to pay a premium

se for the Midget over the Sprite.

Tiny, it performed well and retained a Spar-
tan spons car image with its removable side

at the front 'Inten mm wasimproved and
sliding side curtains were installed. The
engine was notorious for its weak crankshaft.
Baulk ring synchros were added to gearbox.

1964: Passenger comfort was improved
with wind-up windows. More powerwas ex-
tracted from the engine by fitting the MG
1100 head. The dash sported a black crackle
finish. By changing the rear springs from 114
1o 112 elliptics, ride and handling improved.
The Midget had become very civillized. This
was known as the Mark Il model.

1966: A mild version of the Mini-Cooper S
1275 cc engine was incorporated on the 1967
model. The passenger-compartment open-
ing was expanded. And a much improved
folding top with larger windows was intro-
duced; other than that, this Mark 11l model
looked about the same.

1969: The 1970 model Midget appeared
late in 1969. Most of the changes were cos-
metic: black rocker panels, “oval” grille, Ro-
style wheels.

The Mark 1ll Midget also had an improved
aterand interior lights firted: to the trunk
and passenger compartment effective Octo-
ber of 1970.

1974: The 1975 model was now cilled the
Mark Ill 1500 because of its 1493 cc engine
from the Triumph Spitfire. This engine was
coupled to a Morris Marina gearbox; single
carb on US models. The rubber bumpers just
didn’t work out as well as they did on the
MGB.

1979: Last Midget built in November.

Starting on 1968 models, American Midg-
ets were fitted with emission

devices that took away power. As US regu-
lations demanded more pollution

controls, performance suffered to the point
that a larger engine had to be used.

The Triumph Spitfire 1493 cc unit was
installed in 1975 models; as you can well
imagine, M.G. enthusiasts did not appreciate
the change. The engine suffered from many
overheating problems at first. The Midget
ended its run with a less than-satisfactory
engine and ugly bumpers; | doubrt that it will
ever warm the heart of any collector. For
1970, revised cooling systems were incorpo-
rated.

In 1971 a designer in the parent firm
decided that the Midget would look better
with rounded rear wheel openings. Without
bothering to check with Abingdon, the styl-
ing change was made.

What wasn’t realized was that the rectan-
s.ular opening provided strength. As a result,
vhe rounded opening was apt to buckle at the
1op of the arch. Needless to say, the change
hack to the rectangular opening—due to ’75
niodel US crash standards—took place with-
out any publicity. The cars with the round
upening, then, would be rarer; [ don't think
1'd pay any extra for one, however.

Like any car with a unibody construction,
rust is a major problem. Door sills and posts
are most troublesome. The floor of the pas-
senger compartment as well as the trunk can
be easily caten away by rust. New dampers
are costly and the fragile gearboxes are fre-
quently damaged, otherwise the Midget is
mechanically dependable; but always look
varefully for rotten metal before buying.

In order to be comfortable, one should be
under five feet ten inches tall to enjoy a
Midget. These are small cars with small pas-
stnger comparuments.

The Midget is a true sports car from the
M.G. tradition. It will develop some sort of
rlace among collectible M.G.’s. Like the MGB,
it van be driven and upgraded at the same
time. While the Midget will never be worth
big money, if it's bought right, one shouldn’t
get hurt. It should sell for considerably less
+han an MGB in similar condition. It can onl)

uppreciate if bought as a used car. Since it has

virtually no collector value at present, a
seller should not claim collector value as a
reason for a premium price. Like any used
car, premium:prices:argaeservedforire:

Since the Midget invited hard use, itis
difficult to imagine any ¢ cam uffs left

world is almost equalI) divided as to the
side of the car on which the driver sits.

‘This tendency for foot traffic to walk on
the left side of the "road” was confirmed by
armies on the march. The flow pattern
created was utilized by chariots, wagons,
and people on horseback.

And so it was for centuries, until England’s
nemesis, Napoleon, decide that he could
gain a military: advantage breaking with
tradition. He ordered his armies to march
on the right, and then commanded each
conquered country to do likewise to ac-
knowledge their support to the emperor.
First France fell in line, then Germany and
just before World War 11, under Mussolini,
Italy did likewise to prove their alliance
with Germany. The last European country
to switch from driving on the left to driving
on the right was Sweden which in 1967
realized they were at a disadvantage being
the sole holdout on a continent where ev-
eryone else was driving on the right.

Right after World War I, there was a
roposition raised in England, regarding

“the UK switching over to driving on the

right, in an effort to unify England with the
rest of Europe. Winston Churchill vetoed
the idea as “preposterous,” feeling that
history and tradition were more important

: tharrconforming with: the:rest of Europe.

Oddly enough just a few years ago, a
sdsranductedin:Eaglanditotake a
loot at the feasibility of switching to the
ther side of the road. [t was discovered
thavitisabsolately:infeasiblé; and virtually
impossible to change now. The cost would
be astronomical, the logistics staggering,
and what's more, England would be losing
a very important link with a great past that
is important to the identity and morale of
its people.

Further to the East, both Japan and China
still drive on the left, requiring them like
England, to build two versions of the same
car for their home market, and the US and
Europe. The US has been driving on the
right ever since the first mass-produced
American car, the Model T.

It was offered in one version only, left-
hand drive. Up until then, it could have
conceivably gone either way.
